When praying for the deceased say all that is written below in large,
bolded, green Arabic script. Note that there are two main supplications.
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On the authority of *Aba Hurayrah (may Allah be pleased with them) who said: The Messenger of Allah,
may Allah’s blessings and peace be upon him, when he prayed the funeral prayer, would say:

“O Allah, forgive our living and our dead, our present and our
absent, our young and our old, our male and our female. O Allah, to
whomever from us You give life, let him live upon ’Islam
(submission), and whomever from us you give death, let him die
upon 'Iman (faith).”

It was related by *Ahmad.

In a narration related by an-Nasa’iyy, there is the following addition:

“O Allah, do not deprive us of his reward or tempt/test us after
him.” (If the deceased is a female, change the highlighted endings from

Exchange his home for a better home, his family for a better family,
and his spouse for a better spouse. Enter him into the Orchard and
Give him refuge from the punishment of the grave and from the
punishment of the Fire,” (If the deceased is a female, change the
highlighted endings from £ or <« to & .)
